CHANGING REALITIES

Every new beginning unsettles the fact of reality. A first year course in architecture is, on the one hand, a general in-
troduction to society, culture, the environment and, on the other, to the nature, role and context of architecture. In
the Department of Architecture at the University of Patras, a first year's experience is both focused research and intu-
itive discovery. During the first semester students reconsider facts and search for their connections through a series of
sequential projects: constructing, out of seams and newspaper, an overcoat for wandering through the city; drawing
this overcoat in relation to the body; recording the thresholds of their homes as both common ground and potentially
unpredictable spaces; discovering and mapping the city as a route starting from their own doorstep; and finally inter-
vening at a critical point of the route, in the urban territory. Students discover conceptual coherence, as well as the
complexity and the impact of a design proposal; their architecture becomes a log for their first months at university,
and drawing -in section, axonometric, and time- a key tool for discovering and understanding their passage into an en-
tirely new state of mind.

The course’s content focuses on a broad survey of the historical development of fine arts from the beginning until the
mid 19th century, while introducing students to basic historical, hermeneutical research methods.

The course refers critically to the art of each period, as this is defined by the discipline and the methodology

of history of art, while it focuses to transitional moments between each period. It presents students with important tech-
niques, styles, iconographic references, as well as the historical conditions of production and reception of works of art.
In this regard it prepares students for the proper understanding of modern and contemporary art.

The course offers an overview of architecture from its origins to date, by constantly referring to modern and contem-
porary architecture. Instead of attempting to recreate the social, political and ideological context in which historical
buildings were created, it rather focuses on single issues (significance of form, strength of materials, hierarchy of po-
sitions, monumentality and order, access restrictions and social stratification, decoration and austerity, function and
representation, etc.) and tries to identify the underlying concepts.

This specific part of the Architectural Design studio aims at the improvement of the drafting skills of the students ac-
cording to the demands of the studies in the Department. Within this context, the representation of objects as well as
structures is being practiced with emphasis given to the proper presentation of both form and structure. This is the pre-
liminary approach to the integrated drafting representation of an architectural project, a skill which is being practiced
in detail later, within other courses, such as Architectural Design, Building Technology etc. Besides that, the course in-
cludes the teaching of the proper presentation of architectural drawings (composition of plates etc).

Descriptive Geometry
The course of Descriptive Geometry, together with Projective Geometry and Perspective of the second semester, is an

introduction into the area of Architectural Representations. These courses aim to make understood the geometric fun-
damentals of representations of 3-dimentional (3-D) space into 2-dimentional (2-D). These principles are applied in
geometric projects of architectural interest giving emphasis on orthogonal and axonometric projections. In addition,
during these courses, the methods of constructing shades and shadows of geometric solids and shadows on the facades
of buildings are studied. Architectural projects using the above principles are analyzed. During the semester, students
are asked to answer a number of exercises as well as a project which is turned in at the end of the semester.

RESEARCHING REALITIES

The second semester is the continuation and extension of the process, research and skills developed during the first se-
mester through the interpretation and construction of diagrammes and paradigms, a systematic study of architectural
references and their consequent transformation into ideas, mechanisms and strategies. The initial framework for this is
a nine square grid problem [9SC]: starting from an inscribed yet intuitive sketch, students systematically develop and
then transform a scheme into a series of, scaled, eventually habitable, constructions. The parallel study of works by An-
drea Palladio and a series of contemporary responses to them leads to their on-site analysis and recording in Italy’s
Veneto region, and then to an intervention proposal on the grounds of the Greek pavilion at the Venice Biennale. This
intervention restructures the reality of the original sketch as an experience of exhibition, stasis, motion, wandering and
a response to a landscape: a brand new place no longer across a city, but the entire Adriatic sea. Through the unfold-
ing of the second semester's work, students internalize, learn to discern and seek for the esoteric logic or laws of the
architecture oeuvre, and learn to interpret the latter's diverse manifested instantiations (type and paradigm).

The course is a broad survey of the historical development of 20th century’s fine arts. It focuses on the radical changes
and transformations caused by the movements of the historical avant-gardes and the ones after the war. These innova-
tions occurred in the practices and thematics of art production, but also in the conventions of art reception as well as the
status of the artist in the society. The research of how artworks relate to other fields of theoretical

knowledge and since is an essential part of the curriculum. Aim of the course is to develop student’s ability to interpret

works of visual art, to enhance student’s knowledge about the historical context of artworks and to improve student’s un-
derstanding of aesthetic ideology and the culturally given views of society about taste.

The course offers an overview of architecture from its origins to date, by constantly referring to modern and contempo-
rary architecture. Instead of attempting to recreate the social, political and ideological context in which historical build-
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ings were created, it rather focuses on single issues (significance of form, strength of materials, hierarchy of positions, mon-
umentality and order, access restrictions and social stratification, decoration and austerity, function and representation,
etc.) and tries to identify the underlying concepts.

The emergence, through a drawing process, of all these elements, which vary and charac-
terize the landscape, should preoccupy our research in a positive way since their presence constitutes a different level
of vision. A level of vision capable of contributing to a new way of “reading / understanding” of the landscape we ex-
perience everyday.

The course will investigate the given reality of the City in order to discover in it those primary values, which can be trans-
formed in time, to support a consistent, rich in imagination, radical reinterpretation of the contemporary City’s struc-
ture. Contemporary theories of landscape architecture and landscape urbanism, that understand the term landscape, as
‘topos’, ecosystem and a multidimensional point of reference, will enrich this investigation.

The objective of the course is to explore the urban environment, and suggest ways to improve certain components thereof.
The way individuals and groups perceive and appropriate the city is analyzed in lectures and researched in workshops. Of
special interest are areas where public domain meets private domain and the borders between them are blurred. The work-
shops include codification of quantifiable data; pinpointing of physical elements that grant some specific character to urban
space; identification of people’s attitudes and everyday conduct that substantiate (or degrade) it; and designs and plans
aiming at solving specific problems and thus contribute to upgrading its quality in a selected area.

Space is a conceptual and scientific subject of a wide range of sciences and humanities, and also is the subject of specific
policies and interventions. This dualism (study, analysis - intervention, action) defines all the involved sciences and tech-
niques / policies dealing with space and development, such as: Geography, Regional Development, Planning, Urban and
Regional planning, etc. The scale of the reference area and the thematic approach (sectoral, etc.) are essentially the key
factors that determine the separation between these disciplines. In this sense, the Planning, and hence the Spatial plan-
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ning, is a broader concept than Urbanism and Urban Planning as these are special cases of the first (smaller reference area).
In this context, the aim and object of the workshop is the systematic application of theoretical principles and techniques
of spatial planning and cartography (especially the technology of GIS) to study, analysis and design of selected spatial
entities (cases study) through the preparation of student projects.

The evolution of the urban space from a territorially integrated entity to a concept/notion of a broader geographic pe-
riphery, which is spatially dispersed beyond traditional models of planning and design concerning primary urban cen-
ters leads to a different reading of urban geography. The recognition of this "landscape"”, which constitutes by now a
new reality, must project alternative designs and strategies of spatial organization that will give priority to the city/polis
itself that constitutes the ultimate frame of reference and foundation for any architectural meaning. ~ The theme/sub-
ject of the workshop concerns the systematic study of the ways with which man has used the natural landscape and at
the same time how the natural landscape configured its cultural structure. “Formation” involves describing all the phys-
ical and cultural landscapes, and then looking for formal patterns across landscapes to determine the connections be-
tween culture and the landscape. The goal is to create composite types, so that you can measure future landscapes
against them. Landscape can also be viewed as a place of cultural exchange, a site in which practices and processes of
cultural exchange become forms of cultural heritage. The natural landscape provides the materials, culture provides the

shaping force, and the “mind of man” creates culture; however, it is man’s record upon the landscape. What we per-
ceive as cultural characteristics in a place/topos consist, in the first place, of variations in skill [innate or acquired] that
are developed and are incorporated into the human organism through his actions in forming the environment that he
appropriates and inhabits.

Spatial Narratives

The birth and evolution of film art was parallel to that of modern architecture. Both of them are complementary ver-
sions of the phenomenon of modernity. The modern architecture set the configuration of the image of postwar cities.
Similarly, film was the most popular means of representation of the new urban environment. The influence of cinema
remains strong in the contemporary era of Internet and video games. During a period of excessive exposure to infor-
mation, cinema remains a powerful narrative medium. Moreover, the proliferation of new media based on moving im-
ages such as video and architectural animation, gives added value to the knowledge of art and techniques of cinema.
The object of the course involves: An overview of the basic tools of cinema representation of space; the study of key
examples of cinematic representation of space, architecture and cities; analysis of cinematic spatial narratives and their
symbolic value. The course structure includes screening of excerpts from key works of film history and discussion upon
the relations between cinema and architecture.

This is a recording. It has been from Georges Méliés first broadcast of “A Trip to the Moon” in 1902 until contempo-
rary brain-computer interfaces, tipping our means of making copies in, and of the world, over our ability to do so with
no means whatsoever. Memories and impressions move from our mind’s eye to the inner retina; we become hooked on
media and pathologically forgetful. The possible course of our reality freezes into the definite track of its representa-
tion. Art becomes overexposed and demystified; images hyper-defined data. Architecture dematerializes; identity is
digital; androids dream of electric sheep; and the Méliés spaceship ends up in the eye of the Man on the Moon. The class
observes the aforementioned course through 12 narratives (1); it tests it on 12 augmented reality and multimedia spaces
(I1); and, in the process, discovers a series of Ghost Images that haunt our natural and digital memories, disturb con-
temporary form- and imagemaking and restore to things, against all simulation, some of their long-lost Aura. A semi-
nar of foundation texts for architecture/media theory (I1l).

The course constitutes an Introduction to the Architecture of Interior Space. The organization and quality of interior
spaces is of paramount importance to architectural design, as it refers to the primary issue of dwelling and the habita-
tion of space in general. Since modernity, interior space is considered to be the sine qua non of architectural design,
especially as the plan is seen as the generator of form, made apparent through transparent facades. During the winter
semester major trends in all areas of interior design are presented from residential, commercial and cultural to work and
education, spanning a period from the first to the third industrial revolution. Through lectures and videos, interior
spaces are discussed in terms of their spatial organization and their aesthetic qualities, according to the relationship
between exterior shell and interior structures, as well as to the growing importance of furniture as socio-spatial con-
densers. The course aims at familiarizing students with contemporary manners of giving form and meaning to interior
spaces, and developing their critical approach to contemporary practices. During the semester students present weekly
worksheets on the above issues as they are discussed, and they also complete an assignment on building programs for
interior spaces in existing buildings.

The course “Mapping and Digital Archives' has as aim, the maintenance, preservation and presentation of Modern Greek
architecture via collection, exploration, investigation and depiction. The final purpose is to create a continuously ex-
tended digital data base which elects the rich Greek architectural heritage, with considerable, (unknown or not) archi-
tectural works. The created collections will be available for educational reasons supporting the architectural teaching.
The digital archives will interpret the architectural projects. The course combines methodologies of collection, classi-
fication, and representation of architectural material in digital space. The collection of elements is reported in draw-
ings, sketches, photographs and building models as well as in notes and observations of architects and authors. The
creation of digital models argues documents and clarifies the architectural work. It is important to classify and organ-
ise the assembled material in such a way that generalise itself and can be used in further investigation, analysis, treat-
ment and presentation. In addition the determination of the contextual hierarchy, the association and the composition
of the collected multiform digitized material as well as the definition of the appropriate digital applications that can
interactively transit the gathered information are parts of the educational research. Final products of the course are
hyper-media interactive presentations of the collected material.

The maltreatment of architectural heritage in recent decades, due either to ignorance or to the current social and eco-
nomic factors, it is a reality. Therefore the training of students in the identification and assessment of those elements
that make buildings and building complexes worth for preservation is a key objective of the course Conservation and
Restoration of Buildings and Settlements 2. The course aims to offer to new architects knowledge and experiences
that will enable them to work in the conservation and restoration of historic buildings and settlements, as well as in
the integration of new uses into them. Furthermore the methodology of intervening to historic buildings using tradi-
tional as well as modern techniques is to be addressed, along with the analysis of the pathology of old building ma-
terials, the diagnosis and treatment of damages. The course will be based on the existing literature and the presentation
of a number of case studies.

The experience of public space depends on the coexistence and conflict between different forms of personal and col-
lective memory. Place memory and the ways we relate to it are not stable and neutral processes but are produced by
complex cultural, political and technological forces. While walking, we easily read the historical city which is offered
to the gaze as frozen stage, without activating living memory. At the same time, in our everyday journeys, "nothing is
more invisible than a monument". Between admiration and indifference for the monument, the city in its ordinary flick-
ering of unimportant findings remains mute.

This semester, the public art works will focus on memory places in the city. The participants are called to base their in-
terventions in the study of narratives and meanings associated with archives, monuments, emblems, souvenirs and other
represenations in Patras. We will discuss concepts and practices of public art in relation to site and context-specificity,
relational tactics, collective memory and identity. The course will be held through lectures, discussions, presentation
and critique of works in progress, as well as with meetings in the city.
